Subject: Program Year 2011 (PY11)/Fiscal Year 2012 (FY12) Workforce 

Investment Act (WIA) Formula Allocations for Adult, Youth, and 
Dislocated Worker Programs to Local Workforce Investment Boards 
(LWIBs)    

 
1.  Purpose:  This Issuance is written to provide updated funding information for 

completion of a revised Planning Budget Summary for FY12 WIA 
Dislocated Worker funding.   
 

2.  Background: Whenever the Secretary of Labor allots funds required to be allotted under 
WIA Title I, the Secretary shall publish in a timely fashion in the Federal 
Register the proposed amount to be distributed to each recipient of the 
funds.  After determining the amounts to be reserved, the Secretary shall 
make available a percentage for Adult, Dislocated Worker, and Youth 
programs. 

 
3.  Substance:  Attachment 1-Section 1 provides the PY11/FY12 WIA Title I-B Adult 

formula fund allocation based on Training and Employment Guidance Letter 
(TEGL) No. 26-10 issued on May 10, 2011, revised based on TEGL  

   No. 9-11 issued on October 26, 2011, and revised again based on TEGL No. 
9-11, Change 1 issued on January 30, 2012.  

 
Missouri’s PY11 Adult allotment is $1,025,675 of which 95 percent is 
allocated to the LWIBs in the amount of $974,391.  Missouri’s original FY12 
Adult allotment of $12,394,042 was reduced pursuant to section 115 of 
House Resolution (H.R.) 2017 to $12,207,760 of which 95 percent was 
allocated to the LWIBs in the amount of $11,597,372.  Pursuant to section 
527 of Division F of the Consolidated Appropriations Act, 2012, TEGL 
No. 9-11, Change 1 amends the initial 1.503 percent decrease to a 0.189 
percent decrease changing the FY12 Adult allotment to $12,370,617 of which 
95 percent is allocated to the LWIBs in the amount of $11,752,087.  
 
Adult PY11 allocations are available July 1, 2011, and Adult FY12 allocations 
are available October 1, 2011.  Missouri has been granted a waiver through 
the U.S. Department of Labor (USDOL) where LWIBs may request to 
transfer up to 50 percent from each of the Adult program funding allotments 
to the respective Dislocated Worker program funding allotments.  This 
waiver has been extended through June 30, 2012. 
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Attachment 1-Section 2 provides the PY11 WIA Title I-B Youth formula 
fund allocation based on TEGL No. 26-10 issued on May 10, 2011. 
 
Missouri’s PY11 Youth allotment is $14,549,044 of which 95 percent is 
allocated to the LWIBs in the amount of $13,821,592.  PY11 Youth 
allocations are available April 1, 2011.  There is no authority for LWIBs to 
transfer funds to or from the Youth activity program.  In accordance with 
20 CFR 664.320 of the WIA Final Regulations, a minimum of 30 percent of 
the LWIB Youth allocation, excluding amounts set aside for local 
administration from the Youth allocation, must be budgeted and expended 
for Out-of-School Youth activities. 
 

   Attachment 1-Section 3 provides the PY11/FY12 WIA Title I-B Dislocated 
Worker formula fund allocation based on TEGL No. 26-10 issued on  

   May 10, 2011, revised based on TEGL No. 9-11 issued on October 26, 2011, 
revised based on TEGL No. 9-11, Change 1 issued on January 30, 2012, and 
revised based on TEGL No. 25-11 issued on April 24, 2012.  
  
Missouri’s PY11 Dislocated Worker allotment is $3,670,440 of which 70 
percent is allocated to the LWIBs in the amount of $2,569,308.  Missouri’s 
original FY12 Dislocated Worker allotment of $15,516,600 was reduced 
pursuant to section 115 of H.R. 2017 to $15,283,386 of which 70 percent was 
allocated to the LWIBs in the amount of $10,698,370.  Pursuant to section 
527 of Division F of the Consolidated Appropriations Act, 2012, TEGL 
No. 9-11, Change 1 amends the initial 1.503 percent decrease to a 0.189 
percent decrease changing the FY12 Dislocated Worker allotment to 
$15,487,274 of which 70 percent is allocated to the LWIBs in the amount of 
$10,841,092. TEGL No. 25-11 provides adjusted funding levels for the 
Dislocated Worker program under WIA Title I Section 132(c) on recapture 
and reallotment changing the FY12 Dislocated Worker allotment to 
$15,492,016 of which 70 percent is allocated to the LWIBs in the amount of 
$10,844,412. 
 
Dislocated Worker PY11 allocations are available July 1, 2011, and 
Dislocated Worker FY12 allocations are available October 1, 2011.  Missouri 
has been granted a waiver through the USDOL where LWIBs may request to 
transfer up to 50 percent from each of the Dislocated Worker program 
funding allotments to the respective Adult program funding allotments.  This 
waiver has been extended until June 30, 2012.

Attachment 3-Page 3-5 is a list of definitions for those categories listed on 
the WIA Youth funds Planning Budget Summary on Attachment 2-Page 2. 
 

4. Action:  This information must be used to develop a revised Planning Budget 
Summary for FY12 Adult and Dislocated Worker funding as identified and 
included in Attachment 1-Sections 1 through 3.  A separate Planning Budget 
Summary must be submitted for FY12 funds (Attachment 1-Section 5).   

 
The LWIB must include the properly completed revised Planning 
Budget Summary in a local plan modification.  The plan modification 
should be submitted to DWD by JUNE 15, 2012.  Please refer to the 
current DWD Issuance regarding “Local WIA Plan Modification 
Procedures.” 

 
PY11 WIA Youth funds (Attachment 1-Section 2) are available 
April 1, 2011.  PY11 Adult and Dislocated Worker funds (Attachment 1-
Sections 1 and 3) are available July 1, 2011.  FY11 Adult and Dislocated 
Worker funds (Attachment 1-Sections 1 and 3) are available October 1, 
2011. 
 
When requesting to transfer funds, the region must provide a revised 
Planning Budget Summary, and an explanation of how this transfer will assist 
the region, and how many additional individuals are anticipated to be served 
in the program receiving the transferred funds.  Please refer to the current 
DWD Issuance regarding “New Transfer Amounts Allowable between WIA 
Adult and Dislocated Worker funding streams.”  
 
Based upon the increase in dislocations across the State in recent years, the 
Division of Workforce Development (DWD) believes that it will be very 
difficult for any region within the State to make a convincing argument for 
transferring Dislocated Worker funding to support the Adult program.
